RUNNING ORDER

OK ! It’s here you’re Open Water diving module or modules of your Scuba +
Outdoor Pursuits Centre diving course are here. So to help you out with your final
preparation; getting there and what to do when you get there, we’ve prepared this Info
Sheet. Obviously if you do have any further queries or questions please don’t hesitate
to give us a call, or speak to your Instructor.

Taking the M42 Northbound ...
Carry on to and exit at Jct 9 ...
At the island turn right towards Kingsbury ...
Proceed over the first island ...
At the second island turn left and follow road through Kingsbury ...
Continue past the Malt House pub ...
Turn left into Church Road, approx 50m before the Fox pub ...
As this is a residential area, please keep noise to a minimum ...
Immediatly after the church turn left into Dosthill car park ...
Park up in a space, and head down to the hut to register and pay ...
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Arrival Time - As a much quieter site than Stoney Cove, you can avoid queueing ..
First Dive - We generally aim for the first dive to be around 9.30am ...
Split Groups - Check your letter for your individual start time ...
Finish - All groups will be finished and de-briefed by 4pm at the lastest ...

Café - Tea, Coffee and of course Bacon Sarnies available on site ...
Air - All Air and Gas requirements will be taken care of by your Training Team ...
Toilets - Not the nice’est, but portaloos are on site for emergencies ...
First Aid / Emergency - All on board with your Training Team ...
Pub - Well we need to debrief somewhere, so we use the Fox over the road ...

Entry - We don’t own Dosthill so you do need to pay for your admission ...
Fees - Paid at the gate, £5.00 for all divers ...
Registration - Your personal details will be recorded on entry to the site ...

Entrance Fees - Ideally payment required in cash ...
Log Book - All divers, qualified or non qualified, must bring their log book ...
Warm Clothing - A change of clothing is always recommended, even in summer ..
And - Most important your ‘Sense of Adventure !!’
