RUNNING ORDER

OK ! It’s here you’re Open Water diving module or modules of your Scuba +
Outdoor Pursuits Centre diving course are here. So to help you out with your final
preparation; getting there and what to do when you get there, we’ve prepared this Info
Sheet. Obviously if you do have any further queries or questions please don’t hesitate
to give us a call, or speak to your Instructor.

Join the M42 motorway heading North towards Tamworth ...
At M42 Junction 7 join the M6 heading towards London ...
At M6 Junction 2 join the M69 towards Leicester ...
At M69 Junction 1 join the A5 towards London / Milton Keynes ...
On the A5 you will pass the Hanover International Hotel ...
As dual carriageway drops down hill turn left onto B4114 towards Sharnford ...
Head through the village, passing a large church on your right at top of hill ...
After approx 1.5 miles turn left for Sapcote ...
At the next T Junction turn right and then immediately left into Grace Road ...
Continue along this road until end of houses to the Stoney Cove entrance ...
At Stoney Cove you join the queue to the right, and park behind inner gates ...
If you don’t mind being further away you can turn left and park on the top area ...
Ok you’re here so just find the team ... Enjoy your diving !
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Arrival Time - At least 30 mins before your scheduled start time ...
Queuing - Yes it really is true, gates open at 7am, but queues start before 6 am ...
First Dive - The first dive of the day will normally aim to be started at 8 am ...
Split Groups - Check your letter for your individual start time ...
Finish - All groups will be finished and de-briefed by 4pm at the lastest ...

Café - Tea, Coffee and of course Bacon Sarnies available on site ...
Air - All Air and Gas requirements will be taken care of by your Training Team ...
Showers - If for any reason you need to, you can even get showered off ...
Toilets - Obviously you can’t cross your legs for the whole day ...
First Aid / Emergency - All on board with your Training Team ...
Pub - Well we need to debrief somewhere, also does nice meals ...
B&B - Contact details available, if you don’t want to travel between days ...

Entry - We don’t own Stoney Cove so you do need to pay for your admission ...
Fees - Paid at the gate, £15.00 non members or £8.00 for members, per day ...
Dive Log - Your personal details will be recorded on entry to the site ...

Entrance Fees - Ideally payment required in cash ...
Log Book - All divers, qualified or non qualified, must bring their log book ...
Warm Clothing - A change of clothing is always recommended, even in summer ..
And - Most important your ‘Sense of Adventure !!’
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
